Purpose: Would exempt an HIV counselor who is trained by prescribed personnel and in accordance with training requirements established by the state, and who works under a licensed physician and surgeon, from the requirement to hold a certification as a phlebotomist technician.

AJR 9   (John A. Perez ) 
Purpose: would urge the federal government to enact a 3-year extension of the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act of 2006, from its current sunset on September 30, 2009.
