The Scoring Process
1.
In the following tables, a “1” means that the legislator voted in favor of the position


supported by California Communities United Institute, a ”0” means the legislator voted 


against the position supported by California Communities United Institute and a “.5” 


means the legislator was absent or abstained from voting.

2.
Once scores were assigned to each vote of each legislator, the scores for each legislator


were compiled.

3.
The total score was divided by the number of bills being tracked.

4.
The answers to step three were then multiplied by 100 to get each legislator’s percentage score in each of the four subject areas covered by Lambda Letters.

5.
The four subject scores of each legislator were added and then the total for each legislator


was divided by four to get his or her overall score.
